	1. Any chemical substance that causes a change in a person’s physical or psychological state

2. Any drug that is used to cure, prevent, or treat illness or discomfort

3. A government agency that controls the safety of food and drugs in the United States

4. Any drug that increases the body’s activity (heart and breathing rate)

5. A powerful stimulant that is produced from the coca plant and is a fine white powder

6. Cocaine that has been altered into a form that can be smoked, called a “rock”. More intense effects than cocaine but shorter lasting

7. A man-made, powerful stimulant which appears as a yellowish “rock”, intense effects can last for hours and is extremely addictive

8. Causes your heart and breathing rate to decrease and your blood pressure drops, can cause a range of effects from mild relaxation to deep sleep

9. An extremely powerful depressant, originally used during surgery and for use as a prescription drug for sleep disorders

10. The dried flowers and leaves of the Cannabis plant, produces a wide range of effects that vary from person to person

11. The active substance in marijuana – produces the “euphoria” or “high”

12. Any drug that is produced from the milk of the opium poppy, extremely addictive, produce a strong “high”

13. May be the most powerful and addictive opiate that exists, it is a drug made from morphine 

14. Any drug that causes a person to see or hear things that aren’t present

15. An event in which a hallucinogen’s effects happen again long after the drug was originally taken

16. Any drug that is inhaled and absorbed into the bloodstream through the lungs, common inhalants include household cleaners, spray paint, and some glues – produce very short, intense effects 

17. A drug that is produced by making a small chemical change to a drug that already exists – new and unpredictable effects are produced 

18. One of the most popular designer drugs, a mind-altering drug that was created from the powerful stimulant methamphetamine

19. A gathering in which people who are close to a person who is abusing drugs try to get the person to accept help by relating stories of how his/her drug problem has affected them

20. The process by which the body rids itself of harmful chemicals

21. A physical and mental sense of well-being - The effects are short-lived and is often followed by physical illness and depression
